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Eschman Loss Felt By Both Village And DU

Memorial services were held Saturday afternoon at the First Baptist Church for Karl H. Eschman, 78. 118 Mulberry St.

   Dr. Eschman died June 14, shortly after being admitted to the emergency room of Licking County Memorial Hospital.

   A native of Dresden 0hio, Dr. Eschman came to Granville with his mother in 1905, at the time he entered Doane Academy. He graduated from the Academy cum laude in 1908 and from Denison in 1911, a member of the first Phi Beta Kappa class at the university.

   From 1911-1913, he took graduate work at both Harvard and Munich, received his master of arts degree front Harvard in 1913.

   One of the country's best known musicologists, Dr. Eschman directed the Denison Conservatory for 54 years from the time of his return to the university in 1913 to his retirement in 1958. 

   Teacher, composer, pianist, organist, director, conductor and author, Dr. Eschman held numerous positions in national and state music organizations.

   He was the author of Teaching Music Theory." published in 1965, and "Changing Forms in Modern Music" as well as a host of professional articles. 

   Even following his retirement from Denison he continued his teaching pursuits, was a visiting lecturer at Whitman College, in Washington, in 1967-68, and was on the faculty of Immaculate Heart College in Los Angeles, 1968-69. During the past year he taught at St. Lawrence University.

   Preceded in death by his wife Agnes (Frazier) in 1965, surviving members of the family are: Mrs. Elinor Dunham, Granville; Mrs. Barbara Rounseville, Newton Centre, Mass.; Mrs. Alice Rankin, Portland, Ore.; a son Dr. Donald Eschman, Ann Arbor. Mich.; and several grandchildren.

   During church services, Saturday, conducted by the Rev. Richard Bowser, Mrs. Norman Pollock provided an organ program of Bach selections. Immediately following, the family greeted friends on the church lawn.
